Town Road Work

Spring and summer mean road work, and we will have our share. Plans for the town include the normal
crack filling which has already started in April.

We will be re-
constructing a section of Hickory Lane, starting just south of Cake Parkway to south of Daley. Also there
will be wedging along Hahn Road, between 100 Mile Grove Road to Clemens Road. Requests for Sealcoat-
ing bids have been published are being awarded at May 1st Town Board meeting. Bid for the reconstruc-
tion project have been submitted to the newspapers for publication and will be awarded at the May 15th
