Gunfire in the Town of Vienna, One Injured 

 

March 18, 2018—At 11:35 PM on Saturday, March 17, 2018, Dane County Deputies were 
dispatched to Schumacher Rd. in the Town of Vienna for a possible underage drinking party.  At 

11:50 PM, while deputies were responding, dispatch updated that a gun was being fired at that 
location.  Additional units from the Sheriff’s Office began responding, along with a State 
Trooper, Officers from the Village of Waunakee, and Officers from the Village of Deforest.  The 

first units on scene reported many people fleeing from the area.   
 

The suspects fled the scene prior to deputy arrival.  Witnesses report that a fight broke out on the 
property, then shots were fired from two different vehicles as they were leaving the scene, 
injuring an 18 year old woman.  The injured woman was transported via ambulance to an area 

hospital for treatment of a non life threatening injury.  This investigation is ongoing and no 
suspects are in custody at this time.
